Norco 
Campus is in the planning stages for Phase IV, 
which includes a performing arts building with 
classrooms, an Information Technology Center, a 
student center, a warehouse, and additional parking. 
Moreno Valley Campus is planning Phase III; final 
projects included in that phase are still being 
determined.
