MEASURE C PROJECTS UPDATE - BOARD REPORTS - USING MEASURE C FUNDING AS 
OF JANUARY 17 AND MARCH 21, 2023 
Associated Vice Chancellor (AVC) Hussain Agah presented two Board of Trustees reports from 
January and March. The March 21, 2023 report was to recommend approving the construction 
management services agreement with C.W. Driver LLC for the Riverside City College (RCC) football 
field and running track replacement project for the not to exceed amount of $192,000. Member 
Reynolds inquired if this Board Report had gone before the Board of Trustees and AVC Agah shared 
this was approved by the Board.  
 
The January 17, 2023 report for Moreno Valley College (MVC) Measure C allocation, MVC general 
funds and state 2021/22 scheduled maintenance funding allocation recommend approving 
Resolution No. 38-22/23 for the general contractors prequalification package for the MVC Student 
Services renovation project. This helps create a pool of general contractors and this process started 
three years ago.  
 
AVC clarified this was the Student 
Services building and members of the CBOC clarified the Welcome Building was toured by the CBOC 
previously. Member Avery asked how many contractors have responded to the RFQ that aren’t 
qualified? AVC Agah shared there were originally four responses received and the District extended 
the RFQ for a few weeks which received an additional two responses for six responses total. Out of 
the six submissions only four were qualified. AVC shared that the District does a lot of outreach for 
these projects. No additional questions or comments were received. 
 
MEASURE C PROJECTS UPDATE - MEASURE C PROJECT SUMMARY STATUS 
UPDATES AS OF APRIL 13, 2023 
The Project Summary Updates Report was presented by AVC Agah. The Life Science/Physical; 
Science Reconstruction project for Business Education + CIS at RCC is currently under 
construction with an anticipated delivery date of Summer 2024. The RCC Football Field & 
Running Track Renovation project received the Division of the State Architect (DSA) approval. 
The Board of Trustees approved the construction manager for the project. At MVC the Student 
Service Welcome Center project is in the prequalification process for construction services was 
started in January 2023.  
 
A question was received from Chair Delgadillo about where the RCC football team is playing 
currently. The team is playing at a few local high schools and UCR. A question was received 
from member Reynolds to confirm if the Student Services building would be the last CBOC 
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project. The RCC Life Science building will be one of the final projects to complete. No additional 
questions or comments were received.

On January 17, 2023, the Board of Trustees approved Board Resolution Number 38-22/23 authorizing the
prequalification of general contractors/bidders for the Moreno Valley College Student Services Renovation
Project.

The District issued a request for qualification (RFQ No. 28-22/23-3) on January 18, 2023 via public
advertisement seeking general contractors to prequalify for the single construction bid package in connection
with the Moreno Valley College Student Services Renovation Project.

On February 07, 2023 the District initially received 4 applications in response to RFQ. The District extended the
RFQ due date and increased its outreach to allow more time for additional applications for the project. In March
17, 2023, the District received 2 additional responses, totaling 6 applications. 

The prequalification packets were reviewed for responses to the questionnaires, financial statements,
conducted reference checks, and prequalified four (4) general contractors that met the minimum
prequalification requirements.

It is recommended that the Board of Trustees approve the general contractor prequalification list for the Moreno
Valley College Student Services Renovation Project.

Background Narrative:

On August 18, 2020, the Board of Trustees approved the selection of 19Six Architects for the Riverside City
College Life Science and Physical Science Reconstruction Project for Business Education and Computer
Information Systems and approved the agreement in the total amount of $2,329,653, including $50,000 for
reimbursable expenses. On June 15, 2021 the Board of Trustees approved agreement Amendment No. 1 to
modify the contract reimbursables from $50,000 to $50,000 contract allowances. 

During the design phase, the District authorized two agreement allowance disbursements for additional design
services by 19Six Architects. These services were necessitated by code changes and requests from relevant
agencies, which were not originally included in the scope of 19Six Architects' services. The authorized
allowances were as follows: 1) the inclusion of a Distributed Antenna System (DAS) in the buildings, as
requested by the Riverside City Fire Department, costing a total of $34,420, and 2) the addition of an extended
canopy for the elevator, as requested by the Division of the State Architect (DSA), amounting to $11,890,
leaving a remaining allowance of $3,690.  

During the construction phase, in collaboration with Soltek Pacific Construction Company (General Contractor),
C.W. Driver (Construction Manager), 19Six Architects, and the District, it was discovered that the two specified
mechanical chillers for the buildings were on backorder and had a lead time of 52 weeks. This delay
necessitated an extension of the project completion date from March 2024 to September 2024. To meet the
original completion date, Soltek Pacific Construction Company submitted a substitution request for the
mechanical chillers. The request was carefully reviewed and verified to ensure that it met the required quality
and performance criteria for the project. Furthermore, it was determined that the substitution would not incur
any additional costs for the general contractor. However, the substituted mechanical chillers resulted in
additional architectural details, engineering calculations, and full approval from the DSA.

To address the potential delay caused by the mechanical chillers, it is recommended that the Board of Trustees
approve Amendment No. 2 of the agreement with 19Six Architects. This amendment seeks to provide additional
design services to accommodate the substitution request for the mechanical chillers. By doing so, it will help
mitigate the project delay. This increase to the 19six Architects agreement is within the previously approved
project budget.

The first Board report was for the MVC Student Services renovation project which added a scope of 
work to the first floor to accommodate Disability Support Services, food bank and clothing closet. 
The second Board report was for the Architectural Services Agreement Amendment No. 1 with 19six 
Architects for the MVC Student Service renovation project.

Measure C Project Summary Status Updates

Measure C Project Summary - July 2022
AVC Agah presented shared the Riverside City College (RCC) Life Science/Physical Science 
reconstruction project for Business Education + CIS. The project’s working drawings were approved 
by the State Chancellor’s Office on June 14, 2022 and is currently out to bid. Construction bids are 
due on July 19, 2022. There were two other projects shared from MVC. The first project was for the 
Student Service Welcome Center Project which was approved in April by the Board a project budget 
augmentation in the total amount of $1.7M ($500K Measure C, $1M general funds and $200K State 
scheduled maintenance funds) for the added scope of work to increase the total project budget from 
$5M to $6.7M. Working drawings have been submitted to the Division of the State Architect (DSA) 
for review. DSA approval is anticipated by the end of October 2022. The second project was for the 
Ben Clark Training Center (BCTC) Education Building I which this project is currently 75% through 
the construction phase and substantial completion is scheduled by the end of August 2022.

Review of Draft 2021-22 CBOC Annual Report

Measure C Project Summary - October 2022
AVC Agah presented the Project Summary Report and there are 
two updates at RCC. Firstly, the Life Science/Physical Science 
Reconstruction Project for Business Education + CIS was 
approved by the Board for the construction bid and award on 
August 17, 2022; the project is within budget. The Department 
of Finance (DOF) authorized the District to proceed with the 
construction. The District issued the Notice to Proceed (NTP) 
and the general contractor will mobilize and start construction 
activities in October 2022. Secondly, RCC’s Football Field & 
Running Track Renovation Project went before the Board who 
approved the project in the total amount of $7.7M. The project 
is currently in the design phase and is planned to be completed 
by August 2023. At MVC there are two updates as well; firstly, 
the Student Service Welcome Center Project Working Drawings 
have been submitted to the DSA in May 2022 for review. DSA 
approval is anticipated by the end of October 2022. Secondly, the 
BCTC Education Building I entail the project was completed on 
schedule and within budget. Staff moved in to the new facility 
on September 12 and grand opening is scheduled for October 7, 
2022.

Life Science/Physical Science Reconstruction Project for Business 
Education + CIS at RCC is currently under construction with an 
anticipated delivery date of spring 2024. The RCC football field 
and running track renovation project is currently in the design 
phase and has been submitted to the DSA for approval. The 
project is planned to be completed by August 2023. AVC Agah 
and VC Brown shared that in January, DSA approval was received 
and the District is in the process of pre-qualification for the pool 
from general contractors for public bidding. This item is going 
before the February Board for approval. The District is trying to 
limit risks with low bids and issues with general contractors not 
finishing projects according to their commitment. The Board has 
to approve this pre-qualification list and the goal is for bidders 
to go through this process to ensure future projects. No other 
questions were received.
